Breaking 100 in 2019! Highest number of new studies EVER!
For the first time in OCREB’s 16-year history, we broke 100. The 103 new studies submitted to OCREB in 2019 surpass the previous record of 96 submissions in 2017. While that number of studies might seem somewhat low compared to the volume of new studies received by large single-centre REBs, as a central review board, OCREB also receives applications for each new study from multiple participating centres. 
So far in 2019, OCREB has received close to 300 new centre applications, and the year is not over yet. In addition, the studies submitted to OCREB are high-risk interventional trials, making the combined volume and complexity of the trials challenging to compare. OCREB currently is overseeing 492 approved studies associated with 1,510 active centre-studies and counting. 

Updates to the SOPs!
The third version of the CAREB/N2 REB SOPs was released December 2. Special thanks to Alison van Nie as Chair of the REB SOP Committee. The changes to the SOPs and to the relevant OCREB addenda were minor. Although the version dates of all CAREB/N2 SOPs are updated at the time of a new release, only those SOPs and OCREB addenda highlighted in yellow in the Table of Contents were revised.

For studies expiring February 14 to March 12, 2020 inclusive, provincial and centre continuing review applications are due by the January 28, 2020 deadline for the February 14, 2020 meeting, unless a study closure has been or will be submitted.

· The Office for Human Research Protections (OHRP) in the Office of the Assistant Secretary for Health of the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) has announced its determination of exception for two categories of research from the required use of a single institutional review board (IRB) to review cooperative research under the HHS regulations for the protection of human subjects.  That exception determination is included in today’s issue of the Federal Register (84 FR 64432) and can be accessed at: https://www.govinfo.gov/content/pkg/FR-2019-11-22/pdf/2019-25358.pdf.

OHRP determined that for HHS cooperative research subject to the revised Common Rule (also referred to as the 2018 Requirements), and for purposes of 45 CFR 46.114(b)(2)(ii), an institution may continue to use multiple IRBs, in lieu of a single IRB, for the following research:
(1) Cooperative research conducted or supported by HHS agencies other than the National Institutes of Health (NIH), if an IRB initially approved the research before January 20, 2020.
(2) Cooperative research conducted or supported by NIH if either:
· the NIH single IRB policy does not apply, and the research was initially approved by an IRB before January 20, 2020, or  
· NIH excepted the research from its single IRB policy before January 20, 2020.
